Our Association maintains 25% of the available seats on the PACVB board and has since its establishment. Additionally, we continually 
help support the PACVB and the Peoria Area Sports Commission (PASC) in their efforts. In 2005 we made a $5,000 contribution to the 
PACVB and PASC to aid in securing the 2006 National Softball Association’s Girls B World Softball Championship games. This event 
generated an estimated $533,000-$815,900 in revenue for the hotels, restaurants and shops in the Peoria and East Peoria Area.

To Stay Current with Laws, Policies and Legislative Issues Important to Your Organization:
All HOIHA members receive monthly reports from, the Illinois Hotel & Lodging Association (IHLA), the Illinois Restaurant 
Association, the Heart of Illinois Retail Liquor Association, the Public Health Department, the PACVB and the Peoria Civic Center. 
HOIHA works closely with these organizations and is quick to alert members of new or proposed legislation that may affect the 
hospitality industry. Further, we work to promote government proceedings aligned with our mission and take immediate action to 
cease policy that may negatively impact our member businesses.
